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The origin of the name of Assam

Assam is a heritage state of various eth-
nic groups located in the North East of In-
dia. This territory is surrounded by Bhutan,
Arunachal Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram, Tripura, Meghalaya, Myanmar
(Burma) and Bangaladesh. The
Brahmaputra, one of the largest river in the
world, flows through Assam and ancient
civilizations were built on both sides of it.
These civilizations shaped the history of
Assam. Although the state is now known
as Assam, in ancient times it was called
Pragajyotishpur and Kamarupa. Therefore,
there are several theories behind the name
of the state of Assam.

It is said that the name Assam came into
being from the fifteenth to sixteenth centu-
ries to refer to the region ruled by the Ahoms
who arrived in the southern Brahmaputra
Valley in the first half of the thirteenth cen-
tury and ruled for nearly six hundred years.
According to tradition among the Ahoms,
the name ‘Ahom’ is derived from the word
‘a-sam’, which means ‘invincible’, ‘un-

equal’, ‘incomparable’. This name was
given to the tribe of Shans who entered the
Brahmaputra Valley by the local tribesmen,
seeing their power and foresight. Edward
Gate also supports this view by saying that
the word Assam was used by the local
people to refer to the Ahoms, which implic-
itly meant mighty or invincible.

But the word Assam was first mentiond
in the works of Sankaradeva. In the second
skanda of the Srimad Bhagavatam,
Sankardeva used the word ‘Assam’ in the
ethnic sense as S SEE (A[ (4 G55 /F45 (52
s5e1e’ (Assam Maluk Dhoba Je Turuk/
Kubach Mlesh Chandal). The term ‘Assam’
was used by the Suryakhari Daibajya in the
Darang dynasty to refer to the territory from
kaliabar to the east, both ethnically and geo-
graphically. In Akbar’s Ain-i-Akbari, Abul
Fazl used the word ‘Asham’. The word
‘Assam’ is also mentioned in the contem-
porary Half line of Ami Ahmad Razi.

In ancient times, a part of the territory
was called ‘Ashmanagar’ or ‘Ashmadesh’




as evidenced by the Ramayana and
Mahabharata. Ravana defeated the Kalkey
demons of that time at Ashmanagar, the city
is located on the border of Sonitpur. After
the mention of the word Ashma in the
Ramayana and Mahabharata, the words
Asom, Acham, Assam were used first in the
ethnic sense and later in the geographical
sense from the fifteenth and sixteenth cen-
turies to the nineteenth century. The terri-
tory, probably known as Ashma in ancient
times, eventually became Ashma > Assam.
If so, the name Assam is thousands of years
old. Dr. Banikanta Kakati believes that the
word ‘Assam’ is a culturalization of the
word Assam. In Thai, ‘cham’ means de-
feated ; the suffix ‘undefeated’ is added to
‘cham’, which means winner. In other
words, according to Kakati, the word Assam
was used in the sense of ‘invincible’ or ‘in-
comparable’. Dr. Padmeswar Gogoi in his
book ‘The Tai and The King-dom’ writes
that the Tai Shans who eastablished their
kingdom in the Brahmaputra Valley in the
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thirteenth century were called ‘Chom’,
‘Cham’ or ‘Shyam’ by the Bodo-Kachari
people who settled over large areas of south-
ern Assam ‘(Sam) and the area occupied by
them was called ‘Ha’sam (Ha group or land)
or ‘O-Cham’ or ‘O-Chom’, meaning the
land of the Cham or Shyams. This word was
later Sanskritized and changed in sound to
form the words Cham, Asom, Ohom, Ahom,
Assam. It is likely that the people of the
south first used the terms ‘Ohom’, ‘“Ahom’,
or ‘Assam’ to refer to these new people ;
Later, these words came to be used to
describe their kingdom. The word ‘Assam’
to refer to these new people ; Later, these
words came to be used to describe their
kingdom. The word ‘Assam’ written in En-
glish is just an anglicization of the word
Axom.

So we can see that there are various
opinions about the origin of the name
‘Assam’. However, it was only during the
time of British rule that the territory became
known as Assam. O

The Brahmaputra
River appears in Hazarika’s lyrics as a
determining factor of socio-cultural heritage
of the multi-ethnic communities in North-
East India. He has rightly been called as the
‘Jajabar’ (Wonderer), who travelled all over
the world in search of music for emotional
integration. Indeed, he wondered through all
the hills, dales and plains of the North-East
picking up traditional and tribal music in
addition to his native Assamese, and
interpreted them superbly to the rest of the
country and the whole world. Literally, his
life was a true musical journey from
Brahmaputra to Missiissippi, connecting

North East India is a land of undulating hills and plains with suscuriant green cover
and a wide variety of rare and exotic flora and fauna. It comprises of the contiguous seven
sister/states (Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland, Tripura)
and the Himalayan state of Sikkim. Striking factor of this zone of India is its pristine
beauty and relatively much simple way of life. North-East has something special to offer
to the culinary landscape of India. Most dishes are made of locally sourced ingredients and
therefore make a wonderful change of taste to the average jaded palette. Most of their

dishes use simple and fresh ingrédient like Bambo-shoot, Bhoot jolokia, local greens and
prepare with Mustard oil to intensify the flavour.

Arunachal Pradesh is the land of exotic tastes and smells and one of the best examples
of its culinary diversity in zan which is a wonderfully spicy porridge. Zam is a highly
customizable dish which can be enhanced with a lot of green vegetables and smoked meat.
The locally sourced spices added to the dish bring a sweet and spicy aroma to the porridge.
Another major dish of Arunachal Pradesh is “Sungat Diya Mas” or Bamboo Fish. Bamboo
play quite an integral role in the cuisine of North East and specially in Arunachal Pradesh.
The river fish are cleaned, spiced and stuffed into the stem of moist bambo after which the
stems are slowly pressurised over fire or boiling water. In time the meats gets a succulent
tender flavour and the fragrance of bamboo gets infused inside. Final garnishing is done
with the mild of Gondhoraj Lebu or Lemon. The final dish is wrapped in tender banana
leaves and served piping hot.

In Assam, the traditional Assamese food is not spicy, it is even bland at times. Rice or
“vaat’ is the staple food of the people. Although a traditional meal in Assam 1s never com



plete without the presence of khar, this is a complete off beat dish prepared out of the
unusual combination of red rice, beaten pulse and raw papaya along with traditional
Assamese spices . All the ingredients are mixed together and then filtered through a pipe
stuffed with desiccated banana ash. The fragrance of dried banana imparts a flavour that is
wholesome as well as exotic. The dish is a full badiod recipe that can be cooked for lunch.
Being gluten free this is a safe option for diabetic and health conscious people ‘Masor
tenga’ is a graceful assamese dish. The fish curry is made with everything sour and yet it
magically turns out to be delicious. The fish is slow cooked in rich, tangy both made with
tomato, autenga and also lemon. The end result is a melt-in-mouth fish, flavoured in pure
assamese ‘Pitha’ is a snack that is consumed quite frequently in Assam. Locals have sweet
pitha for breakfast while salted ones are coated in light butter and tea.

Eromba in the perfect health wholesome food for any person who wants to experiment
with the cuisine of Manipur. All fresh vegetables of the season are either boiled or steamed
in an infusion of lots of Raja Mirchi. When veggies have imbided the fiery smoked flavour
of the chilies then they are mixed with smoked or roasted fish and then mashed in
wholesomeby together. This light and nutritious dish is great with both rice and Manipuri
boiled Millet bread. Another Manipuri dish which is called ‘Mangal Doti’ which is typical
vegeterian dish and is cooked without using even a drop of non-vegeterian contents. The
yellow peas which is also called ‘Mangal’ in Manipur are the base for this dish. All that is
done in the dish brings out the flavour of the peas with the help of ‘ushai’ (dry spicy herb
only found in Manipur). Bay leaves and anchovies give the dish the rest of its flavours.

“Jadoh’ is a popular Meghalayan dish which is very popular in the North Eastern food
circuit of India. Jadoh is usually prepared with Amrmbrosial rice that is speciality of
Meghalaya. This rice is long grained light red coloured and endowed with distinctive fra-
grance apart from being deliciously low in gluten. While the vegeterian one is flavoured
with tomato, tinda, jhinga, potato and akra the ...... vegeterian jodah is packed with
succulent pieces of pork. ‘Misa Mach Poora’ is another carns and coarsely ground
coriander. the magical aroma of ‘Misha Maach’ dish comes from its unique grilling proces
in tender banana leave.

Mizoram cuisine finds its best representation in ‘Bai’ which is a spicy and sour dish.
Pork is one of the most used meat in Mizoram and predictably the dish ‘Bai’ also gets its
base from pork. The dish also has a major base of spinach which make it good source of




iron too. Young bamboo shoots are added to mixture of Bai as it gives an aromatic flavor.
Another dish Mizoram’s favourite smoked pork is ‘vawksa Rep’. In this Mizo dish chil-
lies, local herbs and fresh lot leafy greens are added in the pork.

Nagaland is well known for its pork delicacies and locals here consider pork to be
their main source of meat. ‘The smoked pork’ dish is a major dish in Nagaland. This is
maked pork is crispy on its outer side while its inner portions are cut into small pices and
can either be prepared in a dry form or in curry with localised ingredients. The presence of
bamboo shoot inside the pork dish brings out the intense smokey flavour. Another ingredi-
ent like ‘Akhuni’ (fermented soy beans) and Anishi (fermented leaves of the yam) are
added with the pork to bring different flavours. Lastly, the fierly Cinge is added by the
influsion of a pinch of ‘Raja Marcha’ which is the most potent chilly in the world. Black
sticky rice pudding or ‘Naap Nang’ is one of the best sweet dishes in Nagaland. the dish is
flavoured in a subtle way with sweet nuts and the taste border on a rich molasses like
sweetness. the black sticky rice pudding is full of fiber and is good for health and can be
consumed by diabetics.

‘Awan babgui’ is a speciality of the local cuisine of Tripura. the dish is made up of
long granied coarse textured Guria rice and is fashioned into the shape of a cake rice
chunks of garlic, cashew pieces, long bodied sultanas and ginger gratings go into the mak-
ing of ‘Awan Bangui’. This dish can be taken at any time of the day and tastes wonderfully
delicious. The best thing about Awan Bangui is that it comes wrapped in the fragrant
Lairu. “Mui Borok’ is another traditional cusine of the state Tripura. The dishes consists of
dry and fermented fish known to the people as Berma and are prepared without oil, mak-
ing it healthy.

Sikkimese are traditionally rice eaters. Nepalese cuisine is very popular in Sikkim
because Sikkim is the only state of India with an ethnic . Nepali majority ‘Phagshapa’ is a
famous dish from Sikkim. Compared to other curries, it is not so spicy as the only spice is
used is chillies. It is lightly flavoured and the pork made a wonderful combination and
goes really well with just plain rice. ‘Gyathuk’ is another dish like ‘Thukpa’ is egg noodles
or plain noodles. ‘“Thukpa’ is the most famous dish in Sikkim. ‘Gyathuk’ dish is flavoured
with a lot of sikkimese spices and Ajinnamoto. This dish is usually consumed with chunks
of warm bread that is dripped into it.

These all cuisines of North East India offers dishes that reflects the culture and life
style of the region. ©




Anthropology as a subject and its relationship
with other academic disciplines

The word “anthropology” has a Greek origin. It is derived from two Greek words:
“anthropos”, meaning “human”, and “logos”, meaning “study” or “science”. Thus,
anthropology literally means the study of humans.

Anthropology is a diverse field that explores human societies, cultures and evolution.
it includes cultural anthropology- studying societies and customs ; archaeology-
examining past cultures through artifacts; biological or physical anthropology analyzing
language and communication. Its scope extends to understanding human diversity, social
structures and the impact of culture on human behaviour. Applications of anthropological
knowledge range from academic research to practical contributions in areas like
development, healthcare and cross-cultural understanding.

In India, anthropology has a significiant scope and relevance across various domains.
India’s rich cultural diversity and numerous ethnic groups make cultural anthropology
particularly important. Anthropologists study various customs, rituals and social
structures to understand and preserve this diversity.

India is also home to a substantial tribal population. Anthropologists play a crucial
role in studying and documenting the unique cultures, traditions and lifestyles of these
tribal communities. Anthropology immensely contributes to addressing social issues by
examining patterns of inequality, caste dynamics, gender roles and other societal
structures. This knowledge aids in development and inclusivity.

From archaeological point of view, India has a vast archaeological heritage and
anthropologists engage in excavations and research to understand the country’s historical
evolution. This contributes to preserving and showcasing India’s archaeological wealth.




I. Anthropologists often work on development projects, understanding local cultures
and communities to ensure that interventions are culturally sensitive and sustainable.

2. The influences exercised by social structure are responsible for the development of
culture and civilization.

3. Zoology studies how existing organism including man evolved from pre-existing
organism and their present functioning.

Anthropologists often work on development projects, understanding local cultures
and communities and sustainable.

In the healthcare sector, anthropologists in India contribute to healthcare research and
public policy by studying health practices, traditional medicine and community health
dynamics.

Anthropology is taught at various educational institutions in India, fostering research
and producing professionals who can contribute to diverse fields. Overall, anthropology in
India plays a crucial role in understanding, appreciating and addressing the complexities
of the country’s diverse societies and cultures.

However, anthropology that studies man in the fossils can not be studied as an
independent subject. It has to be studied in co-relationship with other disciplines. That is
why knowledge of other branches of science is needed to explore the depth of
anthropology. Thus, anthropology is related to various other disciplines. Relationship of
anthropology with some other disciplines are like:

1. Anthropology with Social Sciences:

As in anthropology, scientists study a group or society in holistic approach,
that is why, to study the political organizations, economic system, values, social structure,
role of poeople, kinship, art and other cultural components, anthropologists acquire
all technologies and methods of other social sciences. Many socio-cultural factors are
associated with child growth and development which is the area of interests of
anthropology. Therefore, anthropology is deeply associated with social sciences.

2. Anthropology with behavioral sciences (Psychology):

Every activity of man is guided by its psychological factors. It is the
psychological factors that influence and determine the activities of man. Anthropology
which studies the culture, civilization and society can not neglect psychology of human
behaviour. Psychology is helpful in bringing to light the psychological factors that are
responsible for development of a particular civilization. With the help of the knowledge



provided by the psychology of a particular behaviour, anthropology tries to study the
culture and civilization to be found in various ages and the psychological factors
responsible for it. According to Sigmund Freud, an Austrian neurologists, the social
structure plays a vital role in the formation and development of personality, which is formed
right during childhood. This thing very categorically proves that psychology and
anthropology are very much near to one another.

3. Anthropology with life sciences :

Since anthropology studies origin and biological characteristics of man,
that is why, anthropology is related to life science such as zoology and botany. Botany
studies how existing plants evolved from pre-existing plants and their present functioning.
Anthropology is mainly concerned with how present human evolved from past human
ancestors (Fossil men) such as Ramapithecus, Australopithecus, Homo eretus and
Neanderthal. Mendel’s Laws developed on Pea plant (in Botany) are very useful in
anthropology for the study of prevention and cure of human diseases. Thus the conclusion
can be drawn that anthropology has a deep relationship with life sciences.

4. Anthropology with Medical Sciences :

In physical anthropology, course content includes, blood analysis,
serology, genetics, chromosomes, genes, etc. It is closely associated with the study of
health and diseases. In community medicine, approach is much related to social sciences
due to cultural reason. Medical anthropology is a seperate branch of anthropology in wich
one can study bio-cultural causes of any health problems. In present day scenario, in
developing countries there are epidemiological shift of health problems from communi-
cable to non-communicable diseases and these are life style related acquired health
problems. Physical and Cultural both specialized anthropologists are contributing to the
health, education and research in these fields.

5. Anthropology with Earth Sciences:

Anthropology and Earth Sciences have intimate relationship. The earth
sciences include a geology and human geography. Archaeology, that is a branch of anthro-
pology, is closely linked to geology in analyzing the archeological sites and in dating the
past and finding out the chronological sequence. Anthropology, cutting across the barriers
of time and space, naturally takes interest in man’s past especially prehistoric past. Thus,
archaeologists may be seen serving as the ‘historians’ among anthropologists involved in
the cultural reconstruction of man’s past. The term prehistory or prehistoric archaeology
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has been popular in recent times. Unlike a socioculutural anthropologist, an archaeologi-
cal anthropologist cannot observe human behavior and culture directly but have to recon-
structs them from material remains like pottery, tools, cave/rock paintings, ruins of shelter,
ornaments and so many other material remains that survived the wear and tear of climatic
factors. To recreate man’s past without any written record is not an easy task. It is like a
jigsaw puzzle. Interpretation of what went on in the past requires a lot of imagination and
common sense. To discover, analyze and interpret their finds archaeological anthropolo-
gists have to take the help of geologists, human geography and a lots of other specialists.
When one digs deep into the earth one cannot do it without geology. When you date the
past you regire the help of human geography and other such branches of science.
6. Anthropology with Humanities :

Science and humanities, although have exclusive approaches, but both come
together in anthropology. The humanistic side of anthropology is evident in its concern
with other culture’s language, values and achievement in arts and literature (oral literature,
among the people who lack writing). In those aspects anthropology is close to humanistic
disciplines such as literature, history, fine arts etc., however, anthropology differs from
these disciplines in the way of studying the aspects in scientific manner. Anthropologists
try to understand the humanistic aspects of other cultures by observing them from their
eyes, living throughout with them, sharing their joys and suffering their deprivation
including sickness. Anthropology has amassed about human frailty and nobility- the study
of humanities as any other humanistic discipline.

7. Anthropology with Economics :

Both the disciplines look into economic aspects of man, however
differently. Anthropology studies economic aspect of man in simple tribal societies from
non-economic (socio-cultural) point of view. On the other hand, Economics studies
economic activities of modern societies from economic point of view (demand and
supply, profit and loss etc.)

8. Anthropology with Political Science :

Both the disciplines study political aspect of man, though in different ways,
like Anthropology studies political aspect of man in simple tribal societies from non-
political (socio-cultural) point of view, on the other hand political science studies political
activities of modern societies from political point view in terms of legislative, executive
and judiciary.




In conclusion, the interdisciplinary nature of anthropology fosters a rich tapestry ol
knowledge, weaving connections with sociology, biology, history and more. By transcending
traditional boundaries, anthropology illuminates the intricacies of human existence
offering a holistic perspective that enhances our understanding of societies and cultures
across time and space. Through collaboration with diverse disciplines, anthropology not
only enriches its own discourse but also contributes invaluable insights to the broader
spectrum of academic inquiry. Despite its profound contributions to understanding human
societies, anthropology remains undervalued in the academic landscape. The discipline’s
unique perspective on cultural diversity, evolution and social dynamics deserves greater
recognition, fostering a more comprehensive and inclusive understanding of humanity.

to the literacy rate 2011, census are
65.46% where the male literacy rate is
80%. The low literacy rate among women
brings down the national literacy. From
the existing ratio between the enrollment
of two sexes. i.e. boys and girls at all
levels of education right from the primary
school to university, it is found that
number of girl students is considerably
lower than boys. Looking at the present
condition of primary education in
villages, it is unfortunately seen that the
children are sent to school not according
to their intelligence or aptitudes but
according to their sex. In rural areas, one
of the major barriers is high dropout
rate. It is estimated that 45% of girls
dropout of school between grade 1 to 5.
Girls are often taken out of school to
share the family responsibilities such as
helping in household work, Taking care
of younger siblings etc. parents also don’t
see the value of educating especially a
daughter who would get married and

remain a housewife. Since, they can’t see
any direct relationship between education
and economic betterment, they have very
little motivation to send their girl child to
school.
